BATTLEMENT CREEK VILLAGE DELEGATE AREA

ANNUAL MEETING OF THE MEMBERS

SEPTEMBER 14, 2006

MINUTES

The meeting was called to order at 7:08pm by Gordon Elliott, Battlement Creek Village Delegate.

QUORUM: A quorum was established with 14 lots represented, 9 in person and 5 by Proxy.

NOTICE: Jane Chapman established that notice of the meeting was sent out in compliance with the Association Documents.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: It was noted within the September 29, 2005 minutes under Item 5 of the Battlement Mesa Service Association, concerns about a noncompliance issue should be addressed to Jerry Wesslen or “Dan Locker”, not Jerry Wesslen or Jane Chapman.  A motion was duly made by Jerry Wesslen and seconded by Don Chance to approve the September 29, 2005 Annual Meeting of the Members Minutes as amended.  Passed.

Gordon Elliott introduced Sue Lancaster, The Reserve Delegate and Battlement Mesa Service Association Board Secretary/Treasurer and Frank Oakley, Monument Creek Delegate.

FINANCIAL REPORT: Jane Chapman presented the financial statements for the four month period of the 2006-07 fiscal year.  Three over-budget items were discussed.  Landscape maintenance included the Association’s responsibility for mowing the open space for the first time.  While this was included in the budget, the expense was greater than originally expected.  Sprinkler maintenance is currently over budget due to vandalism – broken sprinkler heads.  The recycle dumpster expense, previously covered under the Waste Management service contract, became an additional expense after a new trash service provider was selected.  Our new litter pickup contractor, Parkway Services, is doing a good job in litter removal.
TAX RESOLUTION:  Jane Chapman reviewed the Tax Resolution.  A motion was duly made by Jerry Wesslen and seconded by Ed Johnson to accept the Tax Resolution.  Passed.

COMMUNITY COMMENTS
Gordon Elliott introduced Chuck Hall, Willow Creek Village Delegate and Battlement Mesa Service Association President.  Chuck Hall presented the following information:

- The role of the Battlement Mesa Service Association Board of Directors.

- The seventeen Resolutions enacted by the BMSA Board within the last year.

- The specific regulations regarding the posting of political signs.

- The inclusion of Sipprelle and Spencer into the Garfield County road system for maintenance and snow plowing.  The Service Association will remain responsible for the median upkeep and the maintenance of any future sidewalks.

- New signage on the walking paths regarding pet waste and the installation of four trash cans to aid in litter control.

- The improved litter pickup provided by Parkway Services.

- The creation of the Trails Committee and their assigned goals to determine if an expansion of the current trails system is desirable and workable.
- The recycle survey in progress to gauge the community’s desire for recycling options.
- Letters sent on behalf of the community to the major oilfield companies and to the County Commissioners requesting a restriction on the use of “jake” brakes within the Service Association.
ANIMAL MANAGEMENT

As Amy Chappelle was unavailable, Gordon Elliott informed the owners of the difficulties faced within the Service Association with animal management.  As there are no holding facilities here and the facilities in Glenwood Springs are full, the first course of action is homeowner education.  Ferdinand Meyer suggested a letter regarding animal management be sent to all Battlement Creek Village residents.  Gordon Elliott urged neighbors to politely inform pet owners of any nuisance behavior that occurs when the owners are absent.  As a last resort,

COVENANT COMPLIANCE
Gordon Elliott introduced Jerry Wesslen, Battlement Creek Village’s Covenant Protection Representative.  Jerry Wesslen outlined the duties of the Covenant Protection Committee, headed by Dan Locker, Covenant Protection Officer.  Any concerns about a covenant issue within Battlement Creek Village can be directed to Jerry Wesslen.

VILLAGE BUSINESS

Gordon Elliott highlighted the following activities involving Battlement Creek Village:

- The new fence along Battlement Parkway.  Bill Coelho commented on the structural damage that is already evident on the fence line.  Gordon Elliott and Bill Coelho will walk the fence line to review its condition.

- The new website, battlementmesacolorado.com, has received 3701 visits since February 2006.  At least four of those visits have lead to interested parties contacting a local realtor.

- The reinstallation of the flag display on the golf course.  The dedication ceremony was held on Memorial Day and included the local Veterans of Foreign Wars chapter.

- A bid has been accepted to finish the work on the village entrances.
- The Trails Committee was highlighted earlier in the meeting.

OPEN DISCUSSION

Gordon Elliott asked the homeowners for comments and suggestions.  The following issues were raised:

- More “Speed Limit” signs were requested for Battlement Creek Village or for the current signs to be repositioned at the village entrances.

- A concern regarding multiple “family” residences was voiced.

- The increase of traffic along the Parkway and the establishment of a truck route were discussed along with the traffic noise.

- The need for traffic enforcement along the Parkway was another concern.

Frank Lancaster is the chairperson of the Roads and Bridge Committee.  Mr. Lancaster is working with Garfield County to address the concerns of Battlement Mesa homeowners.

- Although the oil industries’ presence here does offset property taxes, Bill Coelho wondered if the smaller community impacts (trash, mud, increased population for limited services) could be 
presented to the oil companies for compensation and/or resolutions.
THINGS TO DO

Gordon Elliott commented on four more topics:

1)  Deer fencing can be put up beginning October 1, 2006.

2)  No parking is allowed on the streets from November 1 until April 1 to allow room for snow removal.
3)  Any resident wishing to be included in village emails should contact Gordon Elliott.

4)  The Battlement Creek Village / Reserve picnic is scheduled for Saturday, September 16, 2006.

ADJOURN

A motion was duly made by Ferdinand Meyer and seconded by Bill Coelho to adjourn the meeting at 8:37 pm.  Passed.
