ANNUAL MEETING OF THE MEMBERS

OCTOBER 15, 2008

MINUTES

CALL TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order at 6:32 p.m. by Chuck Hall, Willow Creek Village Delegate.

QUORUM: Jane Chapman announced there was a quorum present.   9 Homeowners were present, and 7 proxies were submitted, totaling 16 lots represented.

ESTABLISH NOTICE: It was established that notice was sent out as required in the Battlement Mesa Service Association Declaration.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was duly made by Sharon Temple and seconded by Bobbie Light to approve the September 26, 2007 minutes as presented.  Passed.

FINANCIAL REPORT: Chuck Hall presented the financial report for the five month period of the fiscal year.  

TAX RESOLUTION: Jane Chapman read the Tax Resolution.  A motion was duly made by Dan Temple and seconded by Dan Bier to accept this Resolution.  Passed.

BATTLEMENT MESA SERVICE ASSOCIATION REPORT: 

1.) Chuck Hall encouraged members to attend the Board of Directors meetings held at 10:00 am on the third Tuesday of every month.  There are currently 12 directors, which include one representative for each village as well as two declarants from the developer.  Currently, Valley View Village and Tamarisk Village do not have representatives.  

2.) Chuck Hall gave an overview of the committees under the Service Association and encouraged members to join committees to help the community.  

The Covenant Protection Committee meets one time per month.  Willow Creek Village does not currently have a representative on this committee and needs a volunteer.  There will be a new Covenant Protection Officer who will head the CPC committee.  

The Architectural Review Committee meets the first and third Wednesday of every month.  In December of 2007, the architectural standards were modified.  Construction deposits have increased and Keith Sheppelman was hired to do inspections on new construction.  The committee could use more volunteers.  

The Oil and Gas Committee has worked with Encana on paying for street sweeping.  Due to increased traffic from the oil industry, more street sweeping has been needed.  Encana has donated $30,000 for street sweeping; therefore two major street sweepings were scheduled for the year at $15,000 each.  There will also be two sweepings next year and the Association will ask for another donation from Encana.  

The Trails Committee is holding a workshop for the Board of Directors to review the trails proposal.  The Committee is working on a Trails Master Plan to make sure new trails go in within any new development.  There is potential for a trail to go through the Lyon’s property near the Baptist Church, down to County Road 300.  The Lyons will grant Battlement Mesa Service Association an easement for the trail.  The trail will cost approximately $100,000.  There are no funds in the budget for this trail so donations or a grant will have to be received.  A trail connection by City Market at Spencer Drive to First Eagle’s Point has been approved with funding with a cost of approximately $8000.  

The Joint Advisory Committee has been set up between the Battlement Mesa Service Association and the Consolidated Metropolitan District to find ways to better serve the community.  Currently, BMSA is funded by assessments and CMD is funded with tax mill levies.  BMSA and CMD are considering combining into one entity to improve the overall structure of local governance in Battlement Mesa.  The hope is that this will alleviate confusion on where to go for services as well as provide improved services and planning.  Over time, BMSA will contract with CMD for public works services.  The JAC is working together to better represent the Battlement Mesa Community to other local governmental agencies, such as Garfield County.  There are four members in the committee, two from the BMSA Board of Directors, and two from the CMD Board of Directors.  Recent activities of the JAC include: 1.) Considered incorporation, annexation, and creating a hybrid special district as possible ways to govern Battlement Mesa.  2.) The Boards have approved pursuing the creation of a new special district. 3.) Reviewed how all governance activities could be included under a special district, including covenants, public works, planning, utilities, Activity Center, etc. 4.) The committee is reviewing similar communities in Colorado that are utilizing this type of government. 5.) The committee is reviewing an agreement with the county for use of the county street sweeper.  

COMMUNITY UPDATES:  1.) The shuttle van service operated by Battlement Mesa Company will end as of December 31, 2008.  Battlement Mesa Service Association was offered the opportunity to take the shuttle service over, but declined due to high cost and low usage.  The cost was approximately $50,000 per year, equaling a $21 assessment increase per unit.  2.) The recycle dumpster next to City Market is being emptied every other Thursday.  Everything but cardboard can be recycled there.  Please do not leave recycle items outside of the dumpster when it is full as the excess will be hauled away as trash and will not be recycled.  3.) The operating and reserve funds are in safe, FDIC insured CD accounts that are laddered to ensure funds are accessible on a regular basis.  4.) Chuck Hall asked that residents please trim plants that encroach on the Battlement Mesa Service Association fences within the village.  5.) There has been a lot of vandalism occurring on the common area irrigation sprinkler heads.  Please report any suspicious activity to the Service Association.  6.) The Annual Community meeting will be held late February, 2009.  At that time, the new fiscal year budget will be ready and new assessments will be announced.  7.) 2008-2009 is Chuck Hall’s final year in his current term as Willow Creek Village delegate.  

DISCUSSION ITEMS:  1.) A question was raised about mineral rights in the community.  Chuck Hall answered that no homeowners within Battlement Mesa have any mineral rights, Battlement Mesa Company owns some but the majority is owned by Exxon.  2.) Chuck Hall encouraged members to attend the Battlement Mesa Service Association Board of Directors meetings.  The meetings are held at the Activity Center on the third Tuesday of every month at 10:00 am.  
ADJOURN:  With no further business to come before the members, the meeting was adjourned at 7:31pm.
