MINUTES

SCHOOL DISTRICT 16 MILL LEVY OVERRIDE & BOND PASSAGE
Dave Blair gave a presentation on the Garfield County School District 16 mill levy override and bond passage.
CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 6:35 pm by Bob Arrington, Willow Creek Village Delegate.

QUORUM

A quorum was established with 30 lots represented; 14 in person and 16 by proxy.
ESTABLISH NOTICE

It was established that notice was sent out as required in the Battlement Mesa Service Association Declaration.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A motion was made by Doug Saxton and seconded by Dick Buchan to approve the October 29, 2013 minutes as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.

FINANCIAL REPORT

Steve Rippy presented the financial statements of January 1, 2014 through August 31, 2014.
TAX RESOLUTION & CAPITAL CONTRIBUTIONS RESOLUTION
A motion was made by Betsy Leonard and second by Dick Buchan to approve the capital contributions resolution.  The motion carried unanimously.
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GENERAL DISCUSSION

Memorandum on Surface Owner and Mineral Owner
Dave Linnertz stated that he thinks there is a missing gap in the memorandum.  Mr. Linnertz stated that 9 years ago the housing prices were soaring and rent was extremely high, then the oil & gas industry moved out and the prices drastically dropped.  This community isn’t a retirement community any longer and it isn’t being marketed as a retirement community, retirees are moving out of the community and families of the oil & gas industry are moving in.  Mr. Linnertz stated that the property values go up when the oil & gas industry is in the community.  The memo is written as if Battlement Mesa is a retirement community and it is not.
Bob Arrington stated that assessed values in Garfield County went down 30% but it went down 37% in Battlement Mesa because Antero is planning on drilling in the PUD.

Bob Arrington stated the Garfield County paid for a health impact study and the report shows health is impacted by the oil & gas industry.  BMSA should have a responsibility to stand up for the community.  Mr. Arrington stated that the covenants say no drilling in the PUD.  BMSA should uphold this.

Dich Buchan stated that Exon kept the mineral rights in Battlement Mesa, Battlement Mesa Company does not have any.

Bob Arrington stated that the deciding factor is if the covenants were in force before or after the lease with Battlement Mesa Company.  
Dick Buchan asked if BMSA will have to use the dues that residents pay to hire an attorney.

Bob Arrington stated that yes they would have to use funds received from residents to pay for an attorney.  

Bob Arrington stated that he would like Willow Creek Village to write a resolution to the BMSA to encourage them to step up and protect the community.
Dan Birrer stated that there are pros and cons to drilling within the PUD.  The memo is one sided, it is only looking at the negative side to the issue.
Bob Arrington stated that the issue needs to be resolved and BMSA has a fiduciary responsibility.  If the issue goes to court, a judge can force BMSA and BMC to go under Kiowa rules and BMC could lose all voting rights.
Dave Linnertz stated that the judge could rule in favor of BMSA and BMC too.  There are people for and against the issue.
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Betsy Leonard stated that whether people are for or against the drilling, Willow Creek Village is one village out of many in Battlement Mesa.  How much impact can the resolution have.
Dave Linnertz asked Mr. Rippy what BMSA’s views are on the drilling.

Mr. Rippy stated that the Board of Directors have different views.  

David Anthony stated that we are fighting an uphill battle.  He stated that it is not smart to use residents dues to fight a battle that we probably can’t win.
Bob Arrington stated that BMSA needs to address the issue.

Bill deWinter stated that BMSA probably doesn’t want to take a stance.  The only thing BMSA can address is whether or not drilling violates the covenants.

Dave Linnertz stated that he is against any resolution that prohibits drilling.

Don Gray stated that he is against URSA drilling within the PUD.  He has started a petition to be sent to the Garfield County Planning Committee to deny URSA’s request to drill within the PUD.  Mr. Gray stated that technology has changed in the last several years, drilling companies are able to reach the minerals by directionally drilling under the PUD.
Doug Saxton stated that the BCC has asked URSA to move drilling pads away from residents and Battlement Mesa Metropolitan Districts water intake out of the Colorado River.  Mr. Saxton stated that the governor has started a task force to resolve issues with drilling companies and the BCC is going to ask Garfield County to hold off on any approvals until the task force has completed there research.
David Anthony asked if a cross walk could be installed at the upper entrance to Willow Creek Village to the walking path below the Willow Ridge Apartments.

Mr. Rippy will discuss the cross walk with the BMSA board.

Lawrence Groves stated that there are very tall weeds in the easement by 54 Promontory Place and 207 Willow Creek Trail.

Mr. Rippy stated that we have given a work order to the contractor for the weeds by 207 Willow Creek Trail.  He will discuss the weeds next to 54 Promontory Place.
