ANNUAL MEETING OF MEMBERS

OCTOBER 11, 2016
MINUTES
CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order by Monument Creek Village Delegate John Johnson at 7:00 p.m.

ESTABLISH NOTICE
It was established that notice was sent as required in the Battlement Mesa Service Association Declarations.

QUORUM
A quorum was established, with 70 lots represented, 17 in person and 53 by proxy.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
A motion was made by Jean Edmonds and seconded by Sam Stewart to approve the October 2, 2014 and October 28, 2015 minutes, as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.
FINANCIAL REPORT
Mr. Rippy explained the financial reports from January 1 through August 31, 2016.

OPEN DISCUSSION
Judy Seidel asked why the BMSA is still providing the flags on the golf course since it is now owned by the Parachute/Battlement Mesa Park & Recreation District.
Mr. Rippy stated that the BMSA, Board of Directors, made the decision to take over the responsibility of maintaining the flags several years ago after Battlement Mesa Company decided they would no longer continue replacing the flags.  He has not yet approached the P/BMPRD about whether they would be willing to maintain the flags.
Steve Shaw stated that Monument Creek Village properties have personal mailboxes and he was wondering if they could be changed to the community secured boxes.  He talked to the post office and they told him he needed to talk to the BMSA.
Mr. Rippy stated that BMSA would be required to purchase the community boxes and have them installed.  This issue has not come up before so the Board of Directors have never considered the issue and it is not clear whether there is support in the community to make the change.
Deborah Underwood stated that she lives near the end of the back path at the corner of Ponderosa Circle and Monument Trail.  She has seen many kids on bikes or scooters ride directly out into the street without looking for traffic.  Ms. Underwood asked if BMSA would be willing to install signs by the path to make motorists aware that the path is there.
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Mr. Rippy stated that this is a discussion that would need to be addressed in front of the Board of Directors.
Patricia Beutner stated that there is a property on Columbine Lane that has a pitbull type dog.  The dog is able to jump the fence and has chased her and her dog 4 times.  Ms. Beutner did file a complaint with the Garfield County Sheriff’s office and the dispute went to court.  Ms. Beutner stated that she quit walking her dog in Monument Creek Village and started driving to the Grand Valley Recreation Center area to walk her dog.  She stated that a man drove up, opened the door and let 2 large dogs out of the truck to just run around while the man stayed in the truck.  She was not able to get his license plate to report it.  Ms. Beutner stated that she would like to see a letter mailed to all owner’s in Battlement Mesa outlining the covenants.

Mr. Rippy stated that he will discuss the issue with the Board of Directors.

Wade McFarland stated that he works nights and is unable to sleep during the day because there are a lot of barking dogs around his property.  Mr. McFarland asked if BMSA is able to do anything for barking dogs.
Mr. Rippy explained that he should contact the Garfield County Sherriff’s office to report the problem and write BMSA a letter or email so we can document the problem.  We can then send a covenant violation letters to the owner’s.
