CALL TO ORDER

QUORUM
A quorum was established BY Battlement Creek Village with 13 lots represented: 10 in person and 3 by proxy.

A quorum was established by The Reserve with 10 lots represented: 7 in person and 2 by proxy.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
A motion was made by Tom Noel and seconded by Bruce Knuth to approve the October 26, 2021; minutes as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.

FINANCIAL REPORT
Association Manager, Steve Rippy, explained the financial reports from January 1, 2022, through August 31, 2022.
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When Manager Rippy explained the Irrigation line item, a homeowner asked if there would be incentives offered to community members if they redesigned their yard to Xeriscape. Manager Rippy answered that there would not be any incentives offered.

Assistant Association Manager, Vinnie Tomasulo, explained the percentages on what the budget consisted of, i.e., 40 % is delegated to beautification and 25% to administrative costs. 

A homeowner asked if when a new home is built, will they pay more in association dues, rather than what they would pay with just a vacant lot. Manager Rippy explained that, yes, they will pay more. A vacant lot is only half of the common assessment amount, then when residency is established, the homeowner will pay the full common assessment amount. 
Another homeowner asked if sub-associations pay for their own services. Manager Rippy answered yes. 

A motion was made by Cheryl Chandler and seconded by Tom Noel to approve the financials as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.

OPEN DISCUSSION
Delegate Koning talked about the new developments that are being proposed to be built. Manager Rippy went into further explanation, with what the community should expect with these new developments. 
A community member raised concern about rebuilding the bridge, connecting the Town of Parachute and Battlement Mesa, due to the new Love’s Truck Stop being built downtown and the new developments coming in. Assistant Manager Tomasulo suggested contacting Garfield County.

Battlement Creek Village Delegate, Laurel Koning, announced that her 3-year term as delegate is complete and she will not be seeking election to another term. 
Mr. Dan Birrer announced his interest in serving as the Battlement Creek Village Delegate and provided the members with his background and the amount of time he has lived in the village. 

Cheryl Chandler nominated Dan Birrer to serve as the Battlement Creek Village Delegate, Beverly Reed seconded the nomination. There were no further nominations. The Members voted unanimously to elect Mr. Birrer to serve a three year term as the Battlement Creek Village Delegate. 
The meeting adjourned at 7:57 pm.
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
