ELIGIBILITY FOR IN-DISTRICT MEMBERSHIP

dependent children living with them on a full-time
basis

2. Lessees: Responsible person(s) named on the lease,
spouse and dependent children living with them on a
full-time basis

3. Other full-time residents of the property such as
grandparents, relative or friends must have a Colo-
rado Driver’s license or Colorado State ID card
with the address of the property as the original ad-
dress. Change of address on an ID will NOT be
accepted. Proof of residency will be strictly enforced.
Any lessee desiring membership must be listed on
the lease.

4.  Full-time students ages 18—22 and dependent on
their parents or guardians for support are eligible.
[Must present current student ID].

5. Special rules apply to temporary residents of corpo-
rate leased properties {see BMAC staff for details}

BMAC Rules & Guidelines

ID Cards are issued beginning at age | | or to youth who
have graduated 5th grade.

Youth ages | | —17 must bring their ID card to en-
ter the activity wing of the building without an

adult

The first membership card is issued free. Replacement
cards are $5.

Children under age || must be accompanied by a
guardian aged 16 years or older while in the build-

ing.
e Ages 0—7 must be under direct supervision at all
times; that is, the guardian must be in the same room

and within eye contact of the child.

e Ages 8—10 may be indirectly supervised by the
guardian who remains in the building for the duration

of the visit.

Bring your own locks and towels or locks and towels are
available to rent. Remember to remove your lock each
day after use. The Activity Center is not responsible for

lost or stolen items.

Pool Rules

Swim diapers are required on all children in the pool un-
der age 3 and for all non-potty trained children. Swim
diapers help prevent pool contamination. Potty accidents

can shut down the entire pool for hours or days.

SWIM SUITS ARE REQUIRED FOR MEN,
WOMEN, BOYS, GIRLS AND INFANTS. T-shirts
[except black t-shirts because of reaction with chlorine]
may be worn over a bathing suit.

Patrons with children of the opposite sex ages 5 and up
must utilize the Family Changing Room.

A soap shower is required before entering the pool com-
plex.. Showers must be repeated after sunbathing and /or
sitting in the sauna before re-entering the pool or spa.
Children under age | | must be accompanied by guardian
at least age 16. Any child using a flotation device must be
accompanied by a guardian who is in the water with them
at all times.

Absolutely no one under age 16 is allowed in the spa or
sauna. No diving and/or flips off the side of the pool are
allowed. Please refer to separate document with all
pool complex rules.
